This
level of flexibility allows schools to cater to diverse interests, abilities, and aspirations, empowering students to explore
their full potential. In accordance with their development plans, DSS schools can also recruit local, mainland and
expatriate teachers and other professionals such as school nurses, counsellors, educational psychologists, and sports
coaches to ensure an optimal teacher-student ratio and provide appropriate supportive measures.

Contrary to popular belief, DSS schools are not exclusively tailored to middle and upper-class families with robust
financial backgrounds. In reality, these schools are designed to be affordable for the general public, with some
charging low or no tuition fees. Moreover, DSS schools allocate at least 10% of their fee income towards fee remission
schemes or scholarships for students in need. Additionally, DSS schools receive government subsidies and are free
to utilize these grants for various educational purposes.
